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Application for compensation





This form relates to sections 119, 120 and 121 of the Disaster Management Act 2003  


Under section 119 of the Disaster Management Act 2003 (the Act
), if you have incurred loss or damage because of the exercise, or purported exercise, of a power under section 77, 78, 111, or 112 of the Act you may be entitled to be paid just and reasonable compensation for the loss or damage.  

Note that compensation is not payable for loss or damage in any of the following circumstances: 

· An amount for the loss or damage is recovered or recoverable under a policy of insurance

· Your conduct contributed to the loss or damage

· If the loss or damage would have happened in any event irrespective of the exercise, or purported exercise, of the powers mentioned above.

If you believe you are eligible for compensation in accordance with the Act, complete the following application and send to:

This application must be made within 90 days after the loss or damage is incurred. If the application is made more than 90 days after the loss, you must include your reason for the delay – applications submitted more than 90 days after the loss or damage will only be assessed if the Police Commissioner is satisfied it would be reasonable to accept the application in the circumstances.
